An English Lady, Clare Ruby, is in training for a special swim to
raise funds for the Lions Clubs International, The Measles
Initiative, ‘One Shot One Life’ in conjunction with the Gates
Foundation. She will fly to San Francisco from London and then,
on Friday 29 June, starting at around breakfast time – 09:00(!)
swim from Alcatraz to the coastline of San Francisco. The swim is
2.5km – 1.5 miles – through water that is around 14 degrees
Centigrade.

Clare will set up the page for us on the Justgiving website
and keep it updated with details of her training etc. together
with pictures and links into social networking sites. 

It is hoped that there will be a launch event in central
London in June but at the time of typing details have yet to be
finalised.
